As a solo artist he has earned the praises
of radio and press alike with his two independently released
solo recordings “Your Own Backyard” (1999) and “Pennies”
(2004).

As a
mandolin and fiddle player for the Don Campbell Band he
enjoyed the opportunity to perform at The Grand Old Opry in
Nashville as winners of a national talent contest where he
stole the show for his electrifying live performance.
